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TRAIN SERVICES

First Scotrail First Scotrail provide a train service from Glasgow Central
 (City Centre) to East Kilbride stopping at Crossmyloof,
 Pollokshields, Thornliebank, Giffnock, Clarkston, Busby,
 Thorntonhall and Hairmyres.  All these areas are key commuter
 belts on the south side of Glasgow.

From Glasgow City Centre the service runs from 06.12 through
 to 23.12.  The service provides two trains per hour except
 during the peak time, 07.00 to 09.00 and 18.00 to 19.00, when
 the service is increased to three trains per hour and 17.00 to
 18.00 when the service increases to four trains per hour.

From East Kilbride to Glasgow City Centre the service runs
from 06.18 to 23.48.  The service provides two trains per hour
except during peak time, 07.00 to 08.00 and 17.00 to 19.00,
when the service increases to three trains per hour and five
trains per hour between 8.00 and 9.00.

The journey time is 31 minutes.
